According to the 2001 Census, the working population in the
Corner Brook area is spread over the health and education,
wholesale and retail, and manufacturing and construction sectors.
Qutside the Corner Brook area, resource-based industries play
much larger role.

Coastal Use in the Bay of Islands

Many human activities take place along the Bay of Islands coastline. Some activities are recognizable marine uses such as fish
processing, recreational boating and shipping. Others activities may not necessarily be associated with the ocean. For
example, the Corner Brook Pulp and Paper mill is part of the forest industry, however, paper boats transit the bay regularly in
order to transport paper products to the market. Oil storage is also an important activity in the Bay of Islands coastal area. Oil
is transported into the Bay by oil tankers and stored into the huge tanks along the coastline.
