The Humber Arm and sections of Lark Harbour, York Harbour and Cox's Cove were closed in 1993 to shellfish harvesting.
These areas were closed due to a high level of fecal coliforms in the water column. These areas remain closed to date.

Industry

The Corner Brook Pulp and Paper Mill was established in 1925. The mill is located on the south shore
of the Humber Arm, in the City of Corner Brook. The mill produces 1,100 tonnes of newsprint daily.
Prior to 1997, the mill's untreated industrial effluent was discharged into the Humber Arm. Today the mill
effluent is treated to levels well below the discharge limits set by the Government of Canada. Corner
' Brook Pulp and Paper Limited owns private wharf facilities along the Corner Brook waterfront. Paper
. boats carry the finished product from Corner Brook Pulp and Paper to market.

Lafarge North America has a gypsum plant located in the inner Humber Arm.
Gypsum is stored and shipped out from this location. Lafarge North America
has private wharf facilities along the Corner Brook waterfront.

Irving, Ultramar and Imperial Oil have oil storage facilities located along the
coastline. Oil is transported into the Bay of Islands by tankers and stored in
Oil Storage Facilty these facilities. Each oil storage facility has a private wharf. e

Marine Transportation

The port of Corner Brook is located in the inner Humber Arm. The deep channel at the center of the
Arm makes the port accessible to large vessels. The port provides good shelter and is open year-
round (ice-breaking may be needed during the winter months). The port infrastructure is also situated
close to the Trans-Canada Highway. The shipping company, Oceanex provides a weekly feeder
service between Halifax, St. John's and Corner Brook. Oceanex provides a combination of container,
refrigerated and roll on/roll off shipping service.

Marine Tourism and Recreation

The Bay of Islands Marina is located in Corner Brook in the Humber Arm. The Marina
was established in 1973 and was recently upgraded. The area was dredged, a
breakwater was constructed and new docking facilities were built. The marina currently
has docking capacity for 60 boats.

In 2005, construction on a second marina was started in  Bayof isiands Marina
Irishtown - Summerside.

Cruise ship traffic in the Bay of Islands is growing. There are an average of 7-
12 cruise ship visits every year, depending on the weather and ship schedules.
& In 2002, Corner Brook hosted 11,408 cruise ship passengers. Cruise ships 1y ;
