Community-Based Coastal Management in the Bay of Islands

In the early 1990's, a group of citizens concerned about high levels of marine pollution in the Bay of Islands formed the Humber
Arm Environmental Association. The effects of untreated sewage discharges and untreated industrial effluent on salmonid
species were of primary concern.

In 1991, the Government of Canada's Green Plan established the Atlantic
Coastal Action Program (ACAP) to address coastal 'hot spots' throughout
Atlantic Canada. The Humber Arm Environmental Association applied for
and was granted status as one of then 13 ACAP sites throughout the Atlantic
Region. The organization is now commonly known as ACAP Humber Arm.

ACAP Humber Arm undertook extensive public consultations to better
identify community concerns as they pertained to the health of the Bay of
Islands coastal environment. The diversity of concerns range from
environmental to social to economic and are reflected in the comprehensive
and balanced vision statement provided below. ACAP Humber Arm
subsequently developed a series of Ta Estabiish the
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The community vision for the Bay of Islands reads:

"We see the communities around the Humber Arm as vibrant,
economically sustainable centers. They surpass standards in air
and water quality and are ecologically diverse with aquatic
organisms and terrestrial wildlife. All occupations and industries
are designed with minimal environmental impact in mind and all

development decisions respect and uphold the integrity of the
communities' natural surroundings.” Dyl
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ACAP Humber Arm is made up of representatives from many stakeholder

Governments; Recreation and Tourism).

Since the establishment of ACAP, Canada has made significant developments in the area of oceans management. In 1997, the
Government of Canada introduced the Oceans Act and the concept of integrated oceans management. The institution of this
Act, has required a shift in government management approaches from the sectorial and segmented to the more collaborative
and participatory. The ACAP model has served as an excellent example of how integrated oceans management can work.
